Terms & Conditions 
 

 

• The Dragon Boat Tournament is planned to take place on the 2
nd

 

September 2007. Under exceptional circumstances the organisers 

may alter this date without recourse. 

• The entry fee per team is £400. 

• To be entered, a team must forward to the organisers a minimum 

deposit of £100 by Sunday 29
th

 July 2007. 

• Deposits are only refundable in the unlikely event that insufficient 

entry’s are received to operate the Tournament (N.B. a minimum of 

12 teams is required) 

• The outstanding balance of the entry fee (£300) is payable two 

weeks prior to the event (Sunday 19
th

 August 2007). 

• All profits from the event will be given to charity. The principle 

beneficiary this year will once again be the RNLI. 

• A team may contain up to 25 members. 

• Each dragon boat must be crewed by 14-18 paddlers plus a 

drummer. 

• If a team has insufficient paddlers then the organisers will make 

every effort to make up the shortfall. 

• The minimum age of a team member is 12. 

• Each team is guaranteed a minimum of 3 races. 

• Timings of the races and joining instructions (i.e. where to report 

etc..) will be provided before the event. 

• All equipment required to undertake dragon boat racing (including 

safety equipment) will be provided by the organisers. 

• Any person considering dragon boat racing that has a medical 

condition or is undertaking medication should consult their GP 

before entering. 

• The organisers have the right to refuse entry of any application. 

• All teams must agree to abide by the rules of the dragon boat race 

organisers (Dragon Essence). These will be provided at the event.
